“26.  Emergency Consultation Panel

In circumstances where the Town Council is unable to conduct its business through meetings
due to a national emergency, or a similar situation, standing orders shall be suspended and
the Clerk, as the Council's Proper Officer and Responsible Financial Officer shall be given
delegated authority to make decisions on the Council's behalf, subject to the agreement of an
Emergency Consultation Panel (EPC). The members of the EPC shall be the Town Mayor
and the chairmen of the standing committees. The Clerk will be guided by the views of a
majority of the EPC. During the period in which these circumstances pertain, the Clerk will
have the same authority level as the Council itself.”
