A
series of consultation events would start in June.
Environmental and traffic surveys were underway and
statutory consultation for planning permission was expected
toward the end of 2025.

It was hoped that work would commence on the site in
2029/30.

There were discussions regarding backup plans, flooding
and water abstraction.
