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Wantage Town Council has recently installed four planters into
the temporary pedestrianised area at the western end of the
market place.

The planters provide two purposes: to separate the
pedestrianised area from the highway and to make the area
aesthetically pleasing. The flowers are now in full bloom and
look marvellous!

The planters are manufactured from recycled plastic which does
not rot, require staining or painting and does not fade, meaning
they will look good year after year and require no maintenance.

Two benches have also been installed in the area and are made
from the same material as the planters. A further two benches
replace benches that were beyond repair. They can be seen on
Charlton Road (opposite The Lord Nelson Public House) and on
the corner of Maryfield/Ormond Road. The Town Councilis in the
process of assessing the benches around Wantage, identifying
those that require replacing and areas where new benches
would be an asset.

The #NETCharityChamps
acknowledged the award with the

“Since the start of the pandemic, The
Mix has had to stop some of its usual
activities but the team has focused its
efforts on meeting growing demand
for its Community Fridge: collecting
and distributing surplus food from
local supermarkets and businesses to
local people, prioritising those most in
need. During the first lockdown alone,
the team received 270 new sign-ups
for the Fridge - and the high demand
has continued. In the first 12 weeks

of the first lockdown, the dedicated
team volunteers made 2459 doorstep
deliveries to more than 250 households
in need of food.

Funding from the Co-op via the
National Emergencies Trust and
Oxfordshire Community Foundation,
has enabled the project to expand and
grow, in line with need. To date the
Community Fridge has saved

For all of the above, it will be necessary
to close off the Market Place car parking
areas the evening before to ensure

that the space is clear for the events

to proceed the next day. During the
road closures, the Town Council will be
implementing a comprehensive system
of road signs.
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We've held four successful Local Artisan
Markets in May, June, July and August.
The weather certainly tested us, as it does
any outdoor event in this country, but our
local traders weren't deterred by a bit of
rain and neither were the shoppers.

The products on offer range from fudge

to mead and from jewellery to soap.
We're always looking to find some new
and different traders - a local beekeeper
comes to the markets and in July a local
wood turner joined us, selling beautiful
hand-crafted bowls amongst other
products.

Parking changes

Oxfordshire County Councilis set to take over
responsibility for civil parking enforcement from
Thames Valley Police in Cherwell, South Oxfordshire
and the Vale of White Horse districts.

The way parking is
controlled in these areas
is set to change as the
government has approved
Oxfordshire County
Council's bid to take on
responsibility for civil
parking enforcement.

The council already
enforces parking in
Oxford City and West
Oxfordshire and will
now take over from
Thames Valley Police

in the Cherwell, South
Oxfordshire and the Vale
of White Horse districts,
ensuring continuity across
the whole county when
the change comes into

place, which is currently
expected to be on
01 November 2021.

The new arrangement

is intended to help
market towns in the post-
COVID-19 recovery period
as it leads to an increased
turnover of spaces, which
is better for shops and
businesses.

Any motorists who park
legally and responsibly
will have nothing to fear
from these changes.
Oxfordshire County
Council will be carrying
out an information
campaign in the run-up

to 01 November to let
drivers who are currently
flouting the rules know
that they can no longer
get away with it. If they
continue, they can expect
to be fined.

Parking offences, which
include overstaying in
pay and display bays,
double-parking, parking
in disabled bays without a
blue badge and on yellow
lines, will be enforced by
a contractor on behalf

of the council. Penalty
charges range from £50-
£70 but will be reduced by
50 per cent if paid within
14 days.

Once civil enforcement
comes into force,
members of the public
will be able to report
areas and incidents of
illegal parking through a

dedicated email address
and telephone line.
Officers will investigate
and take enforcement
action as required.
